PuraVida Study Abroad Project-ongoing from Spring 2015
Developed the PuraVida Costa Rica/Cuba Study Abroad Program 

The PuraVida Costa Rica/Cuba Study Abroad Program is a 12-week experiential immersion in Costa Rican and Cuban cultures. All courses focus on exploring humanistic, ecological, and sustainability principles and practices demonstrated in Costa Rican and Cuban societies. Courses are both interdisciplinary and focus on experiential learning and practical production. The project is designed to provide students with exposure to diverse ranges of development and services that may not always provide the structure that many Americans and Europeans are accustomed to expect. Students experience life and explore the lives of indigenous populations and wildlife and protected species in eco-reserves, entering rain forests, cloud forests, and ocean water. Aided by well-trained, knowledgeable guides students are exposed to valuable local knowledge at each new adventure within the program. The PuraVida program is designed to provide an experience of a lifetime that will affect students' approaches to sustainability and humanistic understanding in a way that will shape career and personal choices for the rest of their lives.
